Your final grade in HW will be to take the total number of points earned divided by the total number of points
assigned. (For the purposed of calculations, a WebAssign assignment that has “—Makeup” will not count towards the total points earned
nor assigned.)

PorTFoLIO. Attached to each chapter.section in the book will be a Canvas Assignment titled Portfolio Chapter X. As you do
problems from the text you should scan your work and save as a .pdf. Then you should upload the work to canvas into that
section’s portfolio. You should do at least 5 problems from each section. Please do not include problems that are done in class
nor in CalcChat.com. This means do the even ones for the portfolio. Also, do not count the True/False questions though these
are absolutely worth doing.

CaLcuULATORS. You will not be allowed to use a calculator on in-person quizzes or exams. Feel free to use any calculator for all HWs and
Canvas quizzes.

MAKEUP PoLICY. If | decide to grant a makeup for a WebAssign assignment, the student should know that they will receive 50% credit for
problems they complete (that had not been completed). | will only give credit on a problem based on the difference between the original
number of points earned and the number of points earned on the makeup. In practice, this means if in the original assignment a problem was
worth 6 points and a student earned 3 points by the deadline, and then in the makeup earned 5 points, the student will only receive makeup
credit for 2 points. In other words, you should do the whole problem over again. If a student turns in a Canvas quiz after the deadline, they
will receive 50% credit for the quiz.
