COURSE MEETINGS:  IN-PERSON

COURSE DESCRIPTION:  Vector space, inner product, length, cross product, curves in space; functions of several variables: differentiability, gradient, tangent planes, differential approximation, surfaces, optimization with constraints, multiple integrals, theorems of Green, Stokes and Gauss.

PREREQUISITES: MAC 2312

GOALS.  Some specific goals of the course are for you to:
· think critically (always a goal in mathematics classes);
· improve your capacity to remember and recall information
· communicate effectively, especially by writing precisely about technical things;
· improve logical thinking and problem-solving skills.
· learn how to view three dimensional objects.

WARNING:  The text covers 6 chapters and about 42 sections. We will be flying and so you should be expecting to work outside the classroom a few hours each week. You are expected to know how to take derivatives and anti-derivatives of all of the special functions.

TEXT:  Calculus, 12th Edition Larson and Edwards, by Cengage. 

You will be required to purchase a semester access to the e-book and WebAssign. You can buy this through the campus bookstore or you can buy it directly from Cengage. If you are taking CHM 2045 or STA 2023 this semester you should upgrade to the Cengage Unlimited which will cover both courses. If you only need Cengage for this class then you should be able to order the materials for $118.00, select Webassign. Here is the link to buy it directly from Cengage.

CALCULATOR:  You may use a calculator on quizzes and tests. These can be simple scientific calculators or anything up through the TI-84 series. Each of you will be required to check with me on which calculator you can use and I have the right to not allow a certain calculator.

ATTENDANCE/PARTICIPATION.  You are responsible for all material covered in the lectures and assigned in class. I will take attendance to help determine your participation grade. However, I will be dropping up to 2 missed classes against your participation grade. I urge you to attend as often as possible. 

GRADEBOOK. Canvas is NOT the official gradebook; I keep the gradebook. Use the point totals in canvas as a guide to your grade. See below for Grading. 

HOMEWORK. Please read the sections in the book, and then complete the assigned WebAssign homework prior to the due date. WebAssign will be used to submit homework. Homework should be submitted by the posted deadline to get full credit. My default setting is that you will get 4 attempts on each HW, and your best score on each problem will be counted. Each HW problem has been assigned a value. Webassign does give partial credit. Your final grade in HW will be to take the total number of points earned divided by the total number of points assigned. 

QUIZZES. There will be several in-class quizzes aimed at checking your daily and weekly progress and comprehension. These are also used to help ensure that you stay on top of the material.  The point of the quiz is to give you practice in answering questions. You are allowed to use a calculator to take the quizzes. But you are not allowed to work with others during the quiz. You should definitely NOT work together on the quizzes. If I happen to collect a written HW in class or assign a HW to be turned into canvas, the points will count towards in-class quizzes.

[bookmark: _GoBack]LATE POLICY. If you submit an assignment to canvas after the deadline then you will receive at most 50% of your earned points. In-class quizzes taken after the regularly scheduled time will be graded and you will receive 50% of your earned points. If you have a valid excuse (e.g. illness, school function) for taking an in-person quiz after the regularly scheduled time, I will award the full amount of earned points. 

EXAMS AND MAKEUP POLICY.  We will have two (2) tests and a comprehensive final exam.  If you are not able to take an exam, I and only I, will approve a makeup exam. There should be a good reason and valid excuse for you not taking a test or an exam at its scheduled time. I also reserve the right to individually come up with a different plan versus providing a makeup exam. An unexcused missed exam will count as 0 points.

WEBASSIGN MAKEUP POLICY. For each webassign HW assignment there will be a due date. The students will earn 100% of the points acquired on the assignment by the due date. At the deadline, the assignment will be closed on webassign. However, once I record the scores I will open up the assignment with a new due date of sometime in December. Any points acquired after the original due date but before the makeup due date will be worth 50% towards the total amounts of points earned on webassign.

Your final grade will be determined by your scoring on the best of the following three schemes. I reserve the right to solely grade a particular student using exactly one of the grading schemes…meaning my choice.
